er and Maline Creek due to consistent torrential
rain. Similar to the flood 26 years ago, the area
of Lebon Drive and Marias Drive located in the
southeast area of our city faced the eminent
threat of property damaged and possible dis-
placement of our residents. Guided by fore-
sight, the City worked together with multiple
stakeholders, such as the St. Louis County Of-
fice of Emergency Management, Riverview Fire
Protection District, Americorps, United Way,
American Red Cross, Salvation Army, Waste
Management, Mann Meats Company, Highway
67 Barbeque, all major public utilities, to devel-
op and implement a plan to protect our commu-
nity. Numerous volunteers donated their time
and energy to filling and stacking sandbags to
build a wall that would protect this area from the
rising waters. The wall was successful in keep-
ing flood water at bay and its removal is cur-
rently underway.

Police Chaplain Program

The Depart-
ment has a
very strong and
involved Police
Chaplain  Pro-
gram.

in order to pro-
vide an avenue for the police department employ-
ees to obtain counseling and spiritual guidance,
and to encourage community support for law en-
forcement objectives.

Crime: Data, Reporting, and Reducing

As it concerns crime within
the City, we have experi-
enced an overall average
decrease of -21% in crime
when collectively consider-
ing homicide, rape, rob-
bery, assault, burglary, lar-
ceny, and motor vehicle
theft. (Figure 1.) As for crimes against per-
sons, our homicides have decreased since
last year but we have experienced an in-
crease in rape and assault. Even though the
robbery rate remains unchanged, this also
remains a concern. As for crimes against
property, burglary and larceny have remarka-
bly decreased, yet we are still experiencing
problems with motor vehicle theft — many of
which occur to people leaving their vehicles
running, unlocked, and unattended.

Policing starts with you — the community.
You are the heart of the policing mission and
we require your involvement to increase the
safety and security of our community. If you
observe suspicious activity, a crime about to
occur, or a crime in progress please call the
police immediately so that the police depart-
ment can investigate these matters quickly to
prevent and stop crime. For non-
emergency situations, call police dis-
patch at (314) 889-2341 or (636) 529-8210.
For emergency situations, dial 911. Any
resident who would like to host a Neighbor-
hood Watch meeting in their area to discuss
crime and other policing related matters and
initiatives, please contact the police depart-
ment office during normal business hours,
between 8:00 am and 5:00 pm, to make ar-
rangements. The police department will have
a police officer available to attend your meet-
ing and we will help you with marketing your
neighborhood meeting.

Fraternal Order of Police Contract Signed

In May of 2009 the Board of Aldermen passed an
ordinance to agree to go into collective bargain-
ing with the police and the FOP. Thus, the pro-
cess began with each side; the city and the FOP
putting their desires on the table for a contract.

Unfortunately, this process was not as easy as
expected. Therefore, after several years of con-
flicts and starting over the process seemed as if it
was never going to be completed. In February
2018 the process started over with a clean slate
and renewed attitudes to get the negotiations
completed.

In June 2019, after fifteen months of meetings,
research, phone calls and compromise the Board
of Aldermen voted to approve an ordinance for a
two year contract with the FOP.

Ashbrook Street Project

The Ashbrook Project was a $1M project submitted to East-West Gateway Council in January of
2015; with a grant application for 80% funded by EWGC and 20% by the city. The grant was ap-
proved, which meant the project would be managed by MODOT on their schedule.

The scope of the project was Ashbrook Dr. from the corner of Chambers Rd. to the corner of
Cabot Dr. and then along Cabot Dr. to Coburg Lands Dr. The existing sidewalk was to be re-
placed with five-foot-wide ADA compliant sidewalks and crossings. The road surface was to
have the asphalt ground off the damaged concrete slabs replaced and new asphalt overlaid.

Due to scheduling with MODOT, the construction ran late, and the concrete work was done dur-
ing the winter to keep progress going. In March 2019 the street was milled and the slab replace-
ment started. There were some issues during construction but things have moved along and
with a couple of extra change orders to the design, the project will come in under the $1 million
dollar mark.
